For all year 11 learners, whether their route be A levels or a vocational pathway, Pembrokeshire County
Council is holding a virtual week for year 11 from 1%-5t June. During the week, learners can meet course
tutors from Pembrokeshire post-16 providers online at openweek.dysguarlein.com and find out more
information about courses including AS/A Levels, vocational qualifications such as BTECs, and Work Based
Training routes including both Traineeships and Apprenticeships.
